IHE MACKAY PLAN

The General Assembly of the Council of Europe,
originally created as a purely consultative body, has
in successive sessions established as its aim the
creation of a political authority with limited functions
but real powers,

The difficulty in achieving this lies in
harmonising the desires of the Federalists - in general
the continental powers who favour a form of supra-
national authority, or "super-government® - with those
of the Functionalists - the British aud the Scandinavians
who want no supra-national authority but "co-operation
at Government level®,

The new protocol is a scheme for re- drafting
the Statute of the Council of Europe, and constitutes
a new approach acceptable to both Federalists and
Functionalists. It achieves this by starting with
co-operation at governmecnt level, and evolving by
gradual but specific stages towards a real parliament
with genuine powers.
