BSPS Council invites members (including new members) to suggest ideas for individual Conference sessions, and  to propose session organisers. Suggestions for fringe meetings are also welcome.

Session  themes may be focussed  on a methodological or substantive topic or a specific data set. After the close of the call, the organiser would be responsible for advising which papers should be included in the session, and organising a chair for the session (which may be themselves, if they are not presenting in the session). Alternatively, BSPS is keen to encourage innovative formats, such as panels, forums, training sessions, discussions or workshops. Suggestions for such would be very welcome. Fringe meetings to run in conjunction with Conference will need to have a comprehensive proposal in place by January 2011.

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This paper presents results from an interesting qualitative study of young people living with their parents.  The sample is not a random one and was recruited partly through Catholic and Jewish churches/synagogues.  Differences in the living arrangements of those from Southern European or Jewish ethnic backgrounds and other groups, such as Northern European protestants are acknowledge.  (Although possibly more 'family orientated' values among church/synagogue attenders are not).  However, possibly more consideration should be given to differency between this sample and other sections of the US population, or the US population as a whole.


As the young adults interviewed were all living with their parents, it is perhaps not surprising that they did not define adulthood in terms of residential independence - to do so would have been to implicitly define themselves as non-adults.  This could be recognised and discussed - are for example, young adults who live independently more likely to define adulthood in terms of leaving home?


Some reference to and discussion of transitions to adulthood in other developed countries would be welcome and broaden the paper's perspective (see, for example, studies by Kiernan, Gieveld, Kuijsten and others)
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
